2.4 The contents of the testing procedure manual
  The test procedure document is offered by the file of XML form. The XSL processor is required to refer to, or the HTML conversion by the browser which can refer to XML.
・Recommendation browser
Microsoft Internet Explorer 6.0(for Windows) 

The XML file of an examination procedure document is in the directory of the same name as an application name, as shown below.
  ApplicationName.xml

The examination procedure document is stored in the folder of an application name. As for the XML file of a procedure document, only one file exists in one directory.
Explanation of the contents
Content description

1. The testing procedure document has described all test items that can carry out the application in one procedure document (XML file).
2. Task Number is assigned to each test items and one of the test task number corresponds to one test task number

 of a test item document.

3. In each examination, when there are many operation items, the operation procedure in application also increases.
The example of a screen of an examination procedure document is described to Fig. 3.

＊ The meaning is as follows when the screen image of the following figure exists in a procedure, the meaning is as follows.
